2. Remove all plastic ties securing the folded frame. (Figure B).

3. Unfold frame by pulling outward on outermost legs.
(Figure C).

5. Carefully lift worksurface half onto one side of frame.

Attach worksurface to frame using the
M6 X 16MM machine screws. Tighten all screws securely.

6. Repeat Step 5 to attach other half of worksurface. Tighten

all screws securely. (Figure F).
